A bit about festivals/competitions:
- Our school registers in events by the end of November in order to take advantage of early registration

discounts.

Shy-Ann Festival: $33.20/dancer

- We receive draft schedules from the events in February/early March with the exact times and dates

that each group performs. These will be posted on the clipboard wall at the studio when they are

available.

- You only have to attend each event for your scheduled date and time.

- Students may be scheduled to dance during school hours. We have no control over what days/times

groups are scheduled to perform.

- Students are asked to arrive 1.5 hours before their scheduled time. This is to ensure that the group

has time to warm-up and rehearse before they perform. All events have the right to run up to

30minutes ahead of schedule which makes arriving early very important.

- Maps to all events will be available at the studio.

- Each event does charge a small fee to parents and children to watch the performances. This ranges
from $3 - S6.
